Extensive
interviews wit Officers, Board
members, Staff, key volunteers,
and present and past donors were
conducted as a foundation for
devising this prospective plan.

As announced at our August retreat,
our fundraising goal for 19989 is
$58,500, which is a 25% increase
over | as traising effortd. s
Certainly this is a challenge, and the
Board is enthusiastically confident
that we will succeed in meeting this
test.

To show its commitment to the
success of this new effort, the Board
accepted the challenge tliagm its
membership alone we will raise
10% of this goal- namely $5,850.

To date, contributions received,
together with pledges received from
Board members, show that the
Board has attained nearly 70% of its
goal.
